	PERFORMANCE TASK
	You have been asked by a company to work as an investor.  Individually or with a partner, you will have two weeks to watch the stock market.  The first thing you must do is research the stock market.  Throughout your research you should choose three stocks that you would like to invest your money into.  In order to gather information or knowledge about what stocks you will be investing your money into, you should talk to people, search the internet, and/or keep yourself updated by watching the news or reading the newspaper.  Over the course of the next two weeks, you will be watching your specific stocks’ value, and whether it has increased or decreased.  You will learn that the stock market changes daily, so it is important to keep a close watch on how your stocks are doing.

Your task is to create a display of your results that includes:

· Accurate symbols and representation of your specific stocks

· A 1-2 page write up of your observations over the two week period and also including an explanation of why you feel this project is important.

· An organized journal/table showing your observations  from each day over the two week period

· Creativity

You will have 2 weeks to observe your stocks’ values, keeping a record of the change each day.  Once your observations are complete, you will have one week to create a graph of your results, write a brief summary of your results, and present your information to the class.  Be creative!
